New business:

1.   Margie Albracht – request for improvements to the tennis court to include pickle ball courts.   The Council discussed turning part of the tennis courts into pickle ball courts.    Bode will look into getting plans and costs.
2.  Christiansen Construction – discuss / approve project finish date and retainage.  Chris of Christiansen Construction was present at the meeting to update the Council on the progress of the swimming pool and to discuss the percentage of retainage.   The Council will meet with Chris to go through the building to see what is left and then determine the retainage to be somewhere between 3-5 percent. 
3.   Discuss / approve Pay App #12 from Christiansen Construction - $4,753.94 – A motion was made by Reigle and seconded by Bode to approve Pay App #12 for $4,753.94. 4.   Review water and sewer rate study from Rural Water, review garbage rate increase from Bud’s Sanitation –



Discuss increasing water, sewer, and garbage rates.   The Council reviewed the suggested rate increase for water and  sewer rates as prepared by Rural Water  Association.    They also reviewed the garbage rates.   The rate suggested by Rural Water are as such:   Flat Water Rate - $38.50 and $2.25 per 1,000 gallons for water use; the Flat Rates for Sewer – Residential - $26.00,  Commercial - $38.50  Grocery Store - $77.00 and schools - $128.50 with water use to be $2.00 per 1,000 gallons based on a winter reading.   The garbage rates were discussed.  Bud’s Sanitation will now be providing 96 gallon toters for each pickup.   A rate of $18.00 for each toter and $5.00 for each additional toter was suggested.    A motion was made by Bode and seconded by Reigle to approve the water & sewer rates as suggested by Rural Water Association and to approve the rate increase of garbage to $18.00 per toter/dumpster and each additional toter/dumpster at $5.00 per toter.    The motion carried on the following roll call vote:   Yeah:   Bode, Reigle, Leifeld.   Nay: None.  Absent:  Stallbaumer.                       

7.  Close the Hearing on re-zoning lots 1, 2, & 3 Block 2, Federson’s Addition to Humphrey (G’s Greenhouse) from 



Commercial to Single-family Residential lot per zoning board recommendations, discuss / approve the re-zoning – The hearing was closed at 7:55 p.m.  A motion was made by Bode and seconded by Leifeld to approve the recommendation of the Planning Board to re-zone lots 1, 2, & 3 Block 2, Federson’s Addition to Humphrey (G’s Greenhouse) from commercial to a single-family residential lot with the condition that the hoops be removed within 8 months after the closing date.   The motion carried on the following roll call vote:   Yeah:   Bode, Reigle, Leifeld.   Nay: None.  Absent:  Stallbaumer.  

8.  Discuss/approve Resolution with Platte County for County Road Paving – pay city share of $76,908.50  A motion was made by Leifeld and seconded by Reigle to approve Resolution #907.   The motion carried on the following roll call vote:   Yeah:   Bode, Reigle, Leifeld.   Nay: None.  Absent:  Stallbaumer.              

9.   Discuss/approve Annual review of employee’s wages and benefits, approve Library Board recommendations for wages.   A motion was made by Bode and seconded by Reigle to approve a 5% raise for the clerk, maintenance, and community center manager and to approve the Library Board recommendations for wage increases for  the Library Director and the assistant.   The motion carried on the following roll call vote:   Yeah:   Bode, Reigle, Leifeld.   Nay: None.  Absent:  Stallbaumer.              
A motion was made by Bode and Reigle to adjourn at  8:10 p.m.    The motion carried on the following roll call vote:   Yeah:   Bode, Reigle, Leifeld.   Nay: None.  Absent:  Stallbaumer.
